The original M auler store was a dry goods store on Eastern Ave. near the 
present Inner Harbor of Baltim ore. This was started by Conrad M auler who 
cam e to Am erica with his m other as a child in the early 1800's. He started 
his dry goods business in the 1850's. He drove a wagon from  Baltim ore to 
points north and west as far as W est Virginia and Pennsylvania, and even 
into Tennessee. His business was located near President Street which is where the 
Union troops were confronted by Baltim oreans sym pathetic to the south prior to the 
Civil W ar. W hen he retired he left his business to his youngest son, also nam ed 
Conrad.
In 1889 Conrad, (the son), started C.M auler & Sons at 1731 Fleet Street in 
the Fells Point section of Baltim ore. This was a wholesale business from  the 
beginning. It becam e a, kind of, gathering place in the neighborhood for the 
local political types. Conrad was friends with Doctors from  Johns Hopkins 
and he him self was president of Canton Savings and Loan. W hen he retired he 
liquidated the business. Three of his sons, which included W infred C., 
Robert E.,and Elm er J., bid on the goods being liquidated. The day after the 
liquidation the three started M auler Brothers. A nephew, Jam es M auler, and 
W infred's son, Robert H. M auler would later join the firm  perform ing various 
task including sales and delivery. After W orld W ar II Robert H. M auler 
returned to take a m ore active role in the business..

M auler Brothers stayed at it's 1731 Fleet Street location until 1953. The 
store was m oved to 111 South Gay Street across the street from  what is now 
the Inner Harbor. Robert H. M auler had m arried M ary J. Blum  and the two of 
them  bought the building on Gay Street. M ary, (M om ), would work the 
Christm as season from  Septem ber through Decem ber 24th with Robert H. M auler, 
(a.k.a. Bob/Pop). Together, and with the suggestion from  M om  they started saving 
the toys in their original boxes and in som e cases cartons. There were still item s 
from  the 40's in stock by the tim e they started collecting. W hen W infred and Robert 
E. passed away Bob and Jam es were the sole owners for the oldest independent toy 
wholesaler in Baltim ore. Direction of the business fell to Bob who handled all of the 
businesses affairs, along with M om  of course..

In 1974 M auler Brothers m oved, once again, to 227 Holliday Street. The 
building was an historical site being the location where the first m otorized 
bus was built in Am erica. The Hollinsworth Building as it was known would be 
the last site for M auler Brothers. In 1994, one year after Pop had heart 
bypass surgery, M auler Brothers closed it's doors for good.

M any city officials shopped at M auler Brothers and Celebes stopped in all the 
tim e. M om  and Pop's toys collection becam e fam ous even before the business 
closed. In 1977 the Peale M useum  decided to feature children's toys as an exhibit. 
"So W ell Rem em bered - Toys of the Near Past" was the title of the exhibit and it 
displayed toys from  the 1900's to the 1950's. The News Am erican Paper called it a 
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"...dazzling array...(of toys)." They went on to say the Peale show concentrates on 
the era of Clarabelle, Dragnet, Zorro, 
etc.

The Baltim ore Sun Newspaper also picked up the story; "Im petus to the 
project cam e from  the Peale's next door neighbor, the M auler Brothers 
W holesale Toy firm . About 80%  to 90%  is from  stock they saved, 
M r.Dressel, (assistant director of Peale), said....the reason m ost item s look 
so new is that they have rem ained boxed and wrapped for a long tim e! One 
entry was still wrapped in a 1948 newspaper."

W ith this web site M om  and Pop have been encouraged to display their toys 
for all to see. Before this site was ever dream ed of M om  and Pop have had 
vendors searching them  out from  as far away as Canada and England. This was all 
with word of m outh from  the sm all num ber of toy shows M om  and Pop 
attended over a few years tim e.
